The boys, many of them high on glue, enjoyed their Sunday meal. The most thrilling thing of all was to see how the ‘MacDonald’ boys, who were previously on the street only a year or so ago, were helping and sharing their stories of how they had ‘escaped’ and how they genuinely wanted to help them do the same. 


There are so many to help and what each one really needs is individual time and attention to show them simply that someone loves them! This is what they lack most and it’s vital to help them get back their self respect and feel that they have a place to serve in society.


Many volunteers do come to help, locally and from England and Scotland. I personally find working with this boys very humbling and most satisfying but we need to be able to do more. We are presently looking around for a small holding where we can build specific shelters and farm/business projects to be able to take in more boys and give them an opportunity of learning a trade and so become self sufficient.

The Street Boys Project is run by Don and Christine MacDonald who both have secular jobs in Lusaka. They started by inviting the boys on the street outside Manda Hill Shopping Centre for Sunday lunch and letting them shower and wash their clothes. It was clear that this was only a superficial solution and did not resolve the issues of why they were on the street or give them an opportunity to escape from the hopeless situation they had found themselves in. Many are orphans that have no homes or only have one parent who is no longer able to maintain them and therefore their only choice was to beg on the streets.

This gathering of over 50 local people was for the 9th Birthday of Memory, one of the orphan children we also look after. Her Grandma has 13 grandchildren living with her that she is now responsible for as their parents have either abandoned them or died. Many of these are being helped to go to school by supporters of the MacDonald’s. In total they have 20 children they are helping to attend school. The 12 boys that now live with the MacDonald’s all came from the Manda Hill area. What they needed was loving ‘parents’ to show them individual care and to give them an opportunity to make something of their lives. Those that were able went back to school to complete their basic schooling, others have been taught a trade and/or learnt to drive.  They all go to church with the MacDonald’s where they attend a local language or an English service.
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Sport is a great way of helping them become sociable and conscious of there community responsibilities. An organisation called Grass Roots Soccer helped them form a team and enter a local league. They also train them to be Aids Awareness Peer Educators
